Insert the crutches into the two sockets in the 
dome, and locking arms hold the crutches in a 
vertical position ready to use.

To extract the crutches, simply lift out and the 
locking arms automatically release and retract 
back into the housing of the dome.

We stress the importance of using both arms 
to safely seat yourself and raise from seating.
